DOMINIQUES

There is no reliable data on the origin of the American Dominiques. It is probably a
selection from the many hawk colored or gray fowls kept in the New England States.
The type of the breed indicates composite blood lines, possibly of the Asiatic and
Hamburg breeds.

The Dominiques is a dual purpose, medium weight fowl, for the production of meat
and eggs. The skin is yellow and the egg shell is brown.
